2. Film horizontally (long ways) for the best results.

3. Your cell phone microphone should be enough, but the use of Airpods, external mics, or external headphones will help with sound quality.

4. Please clear your surroundings of logos and anything you don’t want shared publicly.

5. Use a tripod, stack of books, purse, music stand, etc to stabilize your phone for filming.

6. Wear what makes you feel comfortable and confident! Best foot forward and don’t be afraid to dust off the makeup and sparkle yourself up! Film shoulders and above for intro and questions.

7. ANSWER THE FOLLOWING:

i. Name
ii. Age (if you are comfortable sharing)
iii. City
iv. Celtic Heritage
b. What is your favorite memory of the Irish Cultural Center and McClelland Library?
c. What do you love about being #azirish?
